
Mounting instructions for re-mounting old wood mounted stamps.

Slowly peel rubber section
away from the foam. 
NOTE: Do not place rubber 
stamp in micro wave.  

DO NOT use chemical cleaners 
to wipe o� adhesive residue.
Apply the rubber piece as is onto 
the adhesive side of foam.

Trim closely around the precut
image with KAI scissors.

Remove the other liner. Mount 
onto Acrylic Handle and 
stamp.

Mounting instructions for unmounted rubber sheets or pieces.

Remove parchment liner from 
adhesive side.

Apply rubber piece or rubber 
sheet onto this side.

Trim closely around the image 
with KAI scissors.

Remove the other liner. Mount 
onto Acrylic Handle and stamp.

Storing and indexing your stamps on the Plastic Storage Sheets.

Remove stamp from Acrylic
Handle and mount onto Plastic
Storage Sheet. You can position
the stamp any way you want.

When you have all your stamps
organized on the sheet, ink all
the stamps and apply a blank 
piece of  8.5” x 11” paper  stock
onto them.

Remove the paper stock and
your index sheet is ready to 
insert opposite of your stamps.

We recommend 3 Plastic Storage
Sheets per 1” ring binder. This will
help prevent dealing with heavy
binders and  it will be easier to use.

�e Original Static Cling Mounting Foam

The Original Static Cling
Mounting Foam is 1/8”  thick 
with a di�erent easy release 
protective liner on each side.

The adhesive side of the foam 
has a parchment liner. This side 
mounts �rmly to your rubber.

The static cling side has a glossy 
white opaque liner. This side is 
repositionable and mounts to 
Acrylic Handles and Plastic 
Storage Sheets.

When you are not using this 
foam, store in a cool area away 
from heat and direct sunlight. 
This will prevent any damage to 
the product.
